Post Office

Please remember that the Sparsholt post office can help with
most of your day to day banking needs (no need to go to your
branch).

We can now accept Parcelforce packages (size and weight
restrictions may apply). Please do pop in and ask if we can help
you and save you a trip to town or another post office.

Vegetation and the Public Highway

Autumn is a good time to inspect your boundaries and ensure
your vegetation is not obstructing the public highway.

The owner or occupier of a property has a legal responsibility
(Highway Act 1980 s154) to ensure that the 'public highway'
adjacent to a property is not obstructed by vegetation from
their property.

The public highway is defined by law as consisting of any verge,
footway, carriageway, bridleway, or footpath that is
maintained at public expense and over which the public has a
right of way.

When Local Authorities become aware of such obstructions,
they will usually advise the property owner or occupier of the
problem. If the owner/occupier does not take corrective
action within a reasonable time (the Local Authority will
normally specific a time limit for the work to be completed),
the Local Authority can issue a formal notice for the work to be
undertaken, and if that is ignored, they can do the work and
charge the owner/occupier.
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A34 Three Maids HiBridge Repairs

Please see the following notification from Highways England:

We're nearing the end of our bridge repair work taking place at
the Three Maids Hill junction, north of Winchester.

Work beneath the bridge is progressing well, and closures of
the A34 northbound (between the exit and entry slip roads)
will continue overnight Monday 27 September (9pm to 6am,
Monday to Friday only) until.

The final phase of these repairs will be to replace the joints in
the bridge which carries the A272 over the A34 at the junction.
For everyone’s safety, the following overnight closures will be
in place:

Friday 15, Saturday 16 and Sunday 17 October (9pm to 6am
— closure of the A272 eastbound over the bridge, with a signed
diversion via Bullington Cross junction.

Friday 22, Saturday 23 and Sunday 24 October (9pm to 6am
— closure of the A272 westbound over the bridge, with a signed
diversion via the Winnall roundabout.

If work isn’t fully completed over these weekends, we will
implement further closures on the nights of Friday 29, Saturday
30 and Sunday 31 October.

We'd advise all motorists to stick to the signed diversion
routes as they have been chosen with both suitability and
safety in mind. We’d also encourage drivers to stick to speed
limits and follow appropriate signage to ensure the safety of
fellow road users.

Please note that these works are subject to change due to
weather conditions and progression of other roadwork
projects. Closures will be advertised on yellow signs placed in
advance at the junction and on our South-East Twitter page
(@HighwaysSEAST).

SECTION 21, TOWN POLICE CLAUSES ACT 1847

SARUM ROAD, WINCHESTER AND WOODMAN LANE, SPARSHOLT
(TEMPORARY PROHIBITION OF THROUGH TRAFFIC)
ORDER 2021

WHEREAS on the occasion of the Clarendon Marathon certain roads in the vicinity will be thronged
and liable to be obstructed.

NOW THEREFORE Winchester City Council in exercise of its powers under Section 21 of the Town
Police Clauses Act 1847 hereby order and direct that:-

1. The road referred to in the Schedule hereto will be closed to all vehicles except those
connected with the event between 11:00 and 16:00 on Sunday 3 October 2021.

2: The provision of article 1 shall apply only at such times and to such extent as may be
indicated by traffic signs, in accordance with The Traffic Signs Regulations and General
Directions 2016.

3. This Order shall come into operation at 11:00 on 3¢ October 2021 and may be cited as the
Sarum Road, Winchester and Woodman Lane, Sparsholt (Temporary Prohibition of Through
Traffic) Order 2021.

4. Given under the Common Seal of Winchester City Council this day of 2021.

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Fireworks

The following photo has been sent to the Newsletter, showing
firework debris collected since last November in one garden.

Over the last year there have been a number of firework
displays using very large professional display type fireworks,
which have dropped debris in most of the gardens between
Woodman Close and the Memorial Hall.

The debris in the photos was collected over the last year and, it
is still being unearthed from time to time. A lot of the debris is
hard plastic and could easily cause harm to pets and other
wildlife.

Large fireworks are not appropriate for domestic settings, the
noise is frightening to pets and the debris can be dangerous.
Even domestic fireworks should be carefully placed and aimed
to avoid neighbouring properties. Take extra care if you live
near any of the thatched properties in the village.

Did you know?

I Itis against the law to carry fireworks in public if you're
under 18
Fireworks must not be sold to anyone who is under 18
It is an offence to let fireworks off during night hours
(11pm to 7am), except on Bonfire Night (midnight),
Diwali, New Year's Eve, and Chinese New Year (1am)
 Itis an offence under the Explosives Act 1875 to tamper
with or modify fireworks

THE FIREWORK CODE
ALWAYS FOLLOW THE FIREWORK CODE

% Do not buy fireworks from UNLICENCED retailers.
These fireworks may be unsafe and illegal.
% Only buy fireworks that comply with current safety standards.*
% Always keep fireworks in a closed box.
Take them out one at a time and close the box.
% Never put fireworks in your pocket.
% Be considerate. Let your neighbours know you will be having a display,
especially if they are elderly or they have pets or children.

* Avoid setting fireworks off late at night, particularly if it is a school-night.
* Ensure your pets are safe.

* Carefully follow the instructions on EACH firework.

% Never go back to a lit firework unless the instructions advise otherwise.
% Never throw fireworks; it is dangerous.

* Light fireworks one at a time, at the end of the fuse, and at arm’s length.

* Light sparklers one at a time and wear suitable gloves, even when
lighting them.

% Never give sparklers to a child under the age of 5.
% Never throw spent fireworks on a bonfire.

STAY SAFE, BE CONSIDERATE,
AND DON'T BECOME A NUISANCE.

*All fireworks supplied by BFA members are tested to conform to the current safety standards.
If you require more information, contact the seller or any member of the BFA.

Firework categories

9 Category Ftefers to fireworks which pose a minimal
hazard and this classification is usually given to indoor
fireworks

I Category F2tems (sometimes known as garden
fireworks) require the smallest distance, which is eight
metres or 15 metres

I Category F3tems (sometimes known as display
fireworks) require the greatest distance which is at
least 25 metres.

Not all fireworks in these categories will be suitable for every
garden. It is vital to check the distances required and all of the
instructions on Category F2 and F3 fireworks as it may not be
possible tomeet the distance requirements in a domestic

garden.

1 Category F4ireworks (sometimes known as industrial
fireworks) are for professional use only at organised
displays. These can include aerial shells and other
items banned for sale to the public. Many category F4
fireworks are supplied without a fuse and are
extremely dangerous to the untrained. If you are not
a licensed professional and you are offered Category
F4 fireworks, these are being sold to you illegally.

The September Work Day was well supported and the
Group continued with the major clearing work, including
clearance of the Butterfly Area by the bridge into Stockers
Down. After several years of careful management of this
area, we are beginning to notice that many varieties of wild
flowers are now present during Spring & Summer, thus
providing habitat and food for various butterflies.

A very big Ash tree (T27), which was affected by Dieback
disease and liable to drop branches on to the footpath, has
now been made safe and reduced to a 5m. stem, which will
over time provide a really good wildlife habitat (see photos
below).

The Ash tree (T27), shown above, was the first tree to be felled as part of the Phase 2b Ash Dieback felling programme, which will be
continued later in the year.

We have also noticed in recent weeks that there are a few more Ash trees in very poor shape, that have not previously been listed for
trimming/felling, and these will be monitored throughout the coming months to ensure the safety of HG users.
